Art. 1

(Announcement of the Call)

A call is held, for qualifications and interview, for the allocation of n. 1 Postgraduate scholarship for research activities for 12 months and possibly renewable for an amount of € 18.000,00, at the Institute of Management of Sant’Anna School of Advanced Studies of Pisa.  

Art. 2

(Scholarship)

The research scholarship is focused on the following topic: Study and Analysis for the coordination and implementation of the “Sino-Italian Research and Innovation Area” project, as from the agreement signed by Sant’Anna School of Advances Studies, Chongqing University and Bishan District. The candidate will work at the Galileo Galilei Italian Institute in Chongqing, China. 
Art. 3

(Requirements)
To participate in the call the candidate must have, under penalty of exclusion, the following requirements:
- Graduate degree obtained according to the ordinance prior to the D.M. 509/99 or possessing the corresponding master degree under D.M. 509/99 and D.M. 270/2004 in the area of International Science, Political Science, Economics and Management, Foreign Languages and Literatures. Equivalent qualification obtained abroad and recognized under current provisions. If it is not equalised by law, the Commission will decide on the equivalence;
- Working experience of at least six months in a corporate, institutional, or academic context in China or China-Europe/China-Italy related;
- The candidate should not be older than 29 years old to obtain the scholarship.

For lack of requirements, the administration may at any time, exclude the candidate from the call for justified reasons.
The following competences will be considered preferential titles:
· Excellent knowledge of English language;

· Good knowledge of Chinese language;

· Good knowledge of Italian language;

· Working experience in China-Italy cooperation;

· Working experience in technology transfer:

· University degrees obtained in China about Chinese language, culture, economy, politics or society.
Art. 4

 (Application requests)

The application requests for the call, to be drawn up on plain paper using the form attached, together with the required documentation must be submitted or sent, in a single envelope, at the Protocol Office of the School, located at Piazza Martiri della Libertà 33, no later than 10/07/2017.
The Protocol Office of the School follows the following opening hours to the public: Monday to Thursday from 10 am to 12.30 pm and from 3.00 pm to 4.30 pm and Friday from 10 am to 12.30 pm.

The stamp of the General Entry Protocol of Sant’Anna School of Advanced Studies will determines the date of submission of the applications.
In the application, applicants must declare under their responsibility:
a) name, surname, date and place of birth;
b) citizenship;

c) educational qualifications, the university and the date of attainment;

d) the residence and the address to which they wish to receive communications concerning the call (if different); 

The requirements for admission to the call must be held on the date of the deadline for the submission of the application.

The delay in the submission or arrival of the application, whatever the cause is, entails the inadmissibility of the candidate in the call.

On the cap of the package there must be indicated the full name and address of the applicant and the specification of the competition which he intends to participate and the precise indication as stated in Art. 2 of this notice.

Art. 5 

(Documents to be attached)

For their application, the candidates must attach the following documents, drawn up on plain paper:

1. curriculum vitae;

2. photocopy of passport or identity card;

3. declaration of the possession of the degree obtained, with the indication of the score in the final exam, of the University and the date of attainment;

4. a statement of the exams provided for the degree course attended, as well as of the scores in each of them;

5. any publications, services, grants, work or other qualifications which the candidate considers useful for the purposes of the commission's assessment;

6. list of publications and qualifications presented;
Art. 6

(Methods of evaluation)

The candidate will be selected through titles and interview.
The Director of the School appoints the Selection Board. In a preliminary meeting to examine applications and of licenses, the Commission shall determine the evaluation criteria for the allocation of scores.

The committee has a total of 100 points out of which 60/100 are for the evaluation of the titles and 40/100 for the interview. The Commission shall evaluate the curriculum and the qualifications submitted by the candidates. In particular, the following scores will be attributed to the titles in the Judging Committee's judgment: 

· Academic titles: Graduation Degree: 108 to 110 - 8 points; Less than 108 - 5 points; Relevance of the Degree - 3 points; Other academic titles relative to the required position - 4 points; Academic titles obtained in China relative to the Chinese language, culture, economy, politics or society - 10 points; Up to a maximum score of 25 points;
· Professional titles: English proficiency: Native speaker or excellent, 8 points; Good, 5 points; Elementary, 3 points – Chinese proficiency: Native speaker or excellent, 10 points; Good, 8 points; Elementary, 5 points – Working experience in supporting academic collaborative activities between Italy and China or Europe and China related to academic collaboration projects, research, or technology transfer, or working experience in China in corporate, institutional, or academic context: until 12 months, 7 points; from 13 to 20 months, 12 points; more than 20 months, 17 points; Up to a maximum score of 35 points.
At the interview they will be admitted candidates who have obtained the qualifications assessment a minimum score of 40/100.

Interview score 40/100. Minimum score to pass the interview 25/100 – The interview will be about the description of the professional and academic experiences acquired and examination of English and Chinese proficiencies.
The interview will be held on 18/07/2017 at 10,00 at the Institute of Management – Aula 1 - Piazza Martiri della Libertà 24 – 56100 PISA. 
For the interview candidates must bring a valid ID.
The interview can be held by Skype too.
At the end of the work, the Commission formulates a specific ranking on the basis of the overall scores of each candidate.

Candidates will achieve eligibility with a total score of at least 65/100.

The equivalence assessment of qualifications obtained abroad is attributed, for the sole purpose of the competition.

Art. 7
(Granting of the scholarship)
The granting of scholarships for research activities is carried out by the Director of the Institute of Management, according to the order of the ranking, upon acceptance by the winner. The School guarantees insurance coverage for professional risks and accidents related to the activity carried out throughout the period of granting the scholarship for research activities.

In case of cancellation from an assignee before he has begun the research, the next candidate according to the ranking of suitable candidates will replace him.
Art. 8

(Acceptance of the scholarship)

In order to prove possession of the requirements, the candidate declared the winner must send within the period stated in the Communication, the following documents to Sant'Anna School of Advanced Studies of Pisa:

1) statement of acceptance of the scholarship for research activities and of all the conditions set out in the competition notice;

Failure to comply with one of the aforementioned requirements entails the expiry of the right to use the scholarship and the obligation for the person concerned to give immediate communication to this School, incurring the penalties provided for in the Criminal Code and the special laws in the case of non-fulfilment.
Art. 9
(Legal scholarship scheme)
The winner of the scholarship is obliged to carry out the research activity at affiliated facilities of the school or where he will be agreed with the scientific director in charge of the study according to the needs that the research will require, under the guidance and responsibility of Prof. Alberto Di Minin.
The scholarship winner cannot be engaged in other academicals activities and is required to fulfil the commitments set out in the grant decree, subject to its expiry.

In case of non-fulfilment of the commitments from scholarship winner, the School may decide to cancel the scholarship.

The scholarship for research does not give rise to social security benefits or to assessments for the purpose of legal and economic careers or to automatic recognition for social security purposes.

The granting of the scholarship does not constitute a working relationship, being aimed at the completion of the scholar's scientific and professional training.

The amount of the scholarship for research activities is subject to the tax regime provided for by current provisions.

Art. 10
(Cases of deferment, suspension or termination of the scholarship)
The deferment from the date of commencement or interruption of the granting period of the scholarship will be allowed, on a special request from the winner who is in the conditions provided by law n. 53/2000. In such cases, the person concerned must present a medical certificate, which must contains the periods of statutory leave under the aforementioned law n. 53/2000.
The winner of the scholarship who interrupts the activity is required to give timely communication to the administration. In case of a permanent termination, the candidate will lose all rights of use of the scholarship and will be obliged to return any eventual perceived beyond the date of forfeiture and, in any case, beyond the date of regular performance of the activity attested by the teacher responsible for the program of study for research activities.

In case of temporary interruption for serious and documented reasons not attributable to the scholarship holder himself, the Director may order - on a proposal from the teacher responsible for the research program - a temporary suspension of the scholarship. In this case, the expiring date of the scholarship will be extended for a period of time corresponding to the period of suspension.

Art. 11

(Scholarship payment)

The payment of the scholarship will be made in postponed monthly instalments, subject to a declaration by e-mail from the teacher responsible confirming the regular conduct of the research activity of the scholarship holder until that date.
At the end of the research period, the scholarship holder must submit a report of the performed activities and the results achieved.
Art. 12

(Collection of publications and titles)

Candidates will have to personally arrange at their own expense, within thirty days from the date of publication of the relevant ranking list, the collection the titles and publications sent to the School. After the above-mentioned period, the administration will not be responsible in any way for the preservation of such documents.

Art. 13
